

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, January 19, 2021     


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The January 19, 2021 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Simons, Ehrhardt and Coutts.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Waldron and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the                January 4, 2021 Reorganizational Meeting were approved subject to correcting that Supervisor Coutts was not in attendance.  Additionally, on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the minutes of the January 4, 2021 Board of Supervisors Meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $27,665.41 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $378,379.52 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

RETREAT AT MILLBROOK COVE CONDITIONAL USE APPROVAL
The Supervisors took up the matter of the conditional use application pending for the Retreat at Millbrook Cove/Lake Region Development VI, LLC.  Chairman Simons stated that a recommendation from the Township Planning Commission had been received recommending approval subject to fifteen conditions that they had made part of their minutes.  Chairman Simons asked for clarification and explanation on the deed going into Tanglwood Lakes, Inc. (the prior owner).  Justin Hoffmann, Engineer for the project explained the parcels and showed the different parcels on the maps.  There were several people present in opposition of the project and stated their views on the development.  Attorney for the Millbrook Development asked several questions regarding submissions.  Supervisor Coutts made a motion to approve the conditional use application subject to the fifteen conditions imposed by the Planning Commission, Supervisor Simons seconded it and there was an abstention from Supervisor Ehrhardt.
PINE CREST MARINA AT WBVE – CONDITIONAL USE
The Supervisors took up the matter of the conditional use application for Pine Crest Marina for marina use and outdoor boat storage.  A public hearing had occurred at 6:00 PM prior to the regular board meeting.  There was no one in attendance opposing the application.  The Palmyra Township Planning Commission had made recommendation of approval subject to conditions suggested by Michael Weeks, Alternate Township Engineer.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried the application was approved subject to Mr. Weeks’ comments.  

EHRHARDT/BURIAN LOT IMPROVEMENT

The lot improvement map of Eric and Susan Ehrhardt and Robert Buran and Tanya Buran was reviewed by the Board of Supervisors.  Attorney Waldron explained the plan to the Board and that it had been to the Township Planning Commission with their recommendation of approval subject to County comments and a review of the deeds by Alternate Solicitor Henry.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Simons and an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt the map was approved subject to the conditions suggested by the Planning Commission and approval of the deeds from Alternate Solicitor Henry.
SOLICITOR'S REPORT:
Mr. Waldron reported on the following:

SCHRAGEN ZONING VIOLATION
Caron Anderson attended the Board Meeting through Zoom.  She asked Solicitor Waldron the status of her neighbor’s ongoing zoning violation.  Solicitor Waldron advised Ms. Anderson he had been to Court on the matter and Mr. Schragen did not show up.  After that hearing Judge Gaughan issued an order giving Mr. Schragen ninety days to clean up the property and in the event he does not the Township may do so with the cost of same the responsibility of Mr. Schragen.
MAYER LOT COMBINATION:

Solicitor Waldron had prepared a combination deed for Richard G. and Karen E. Mayer for lots in what was formerly the Hazleton Tract.  The deed combines Lot Nos. 22 and 23 to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 22-R.   On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the lot combination deed was approved.
