

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, February 2, 2021 
Postponed due to weather – February 3, 2021.


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The February 3, 2021 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Simons, Ehrhardt and Coutts.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Waldron and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the                January 19, 2021 meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $5,089.52 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $13,066.59 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

Mr. Anatoli Makarov, a new resident to Palmyra Township was in attendance to introduce himself and said he was trying to familiarize himself with the township and its proceedings.  He also offered to serve on either the Planning Commission or Zoning Hearing Board should a vacancy occur.  The Board thanked him for his interest and asked that he get his contact information to Mrs. Rose so she can keep it on file.

JOHNSON-KOSS MINOR SUBDIVISION

William Schoenagel was in attendance seeking approval of a minor subdivision for John Koss and Robert Johnson.  Mr. Johnson proposes to convey 33 acres to Mr. Koss retaining ten acres and a house.  The Supervisors and Solicitor reviewed the maps and asked for some clarification on rights of way and identification of roads.  Mr. Schoenagel made the changes.  On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the minor subdivision was approved subject to identifying Barttleson Road on the maps and having Solicitor Waldron review the deeds in order that the rights-of-ways are clearly identified.  
GELDERMAN-REGENSKI MINOR SUBDIVISION
Mrs. Rose reported that Kiley Associates had found a typographical error in maps the Supervisors had approved for the Gelderman-Regenski Minor Subdivision.  The maps had not yet been recorded as the Planning Modules are still at DEP.  Accordingly, the Supervisors resigned the maps dating them February 2, 2021.  
SOLICITOR'S REPORT:
Mr. Waldron reported on the following:

EHRHARDT – BURAN LOT IMPROVEMENT
Solicitor Waldron advised the Board that Alternate Solicitor Henry had reviewed the proposed deeds for the Ehrhardt/Buran Lot Improvement and had approved same.  The lot improvement was approved at the January 19 meeting subject to review of those deeds.  Accordingly, the maps were released for recording.
PAUPACK VILLAGES – SHORT TERM RENTAL VIOLATION

Solicitor Waldron reported there had been another two-week extension granted on a hearing that was scheduled for Thursday, February 4 on the STR violation of Paupack Villages.  With that extension a fine was also imposed.  The applicant has never finished the permitting process and continues to rent the property.
SHINY MT. ROAD – LEEWARD CONSTRUCTION

Solicitor Waldron addressed the proposed agreement with Leeward Construction regarding their involvement with PPL and replacement of lines by Michels. Solicitor Waldron said he has prepared an Excess Maintenance Agreement between the Township and Leeward and will have it executed by the contractor.  On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board approved entering into the agreement.
