

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, July 6, 2021                    


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The July 6, 2021 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Ehrhardt and Coutts.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Waldron and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the                June 15, 2021, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $29,145.00 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $27,067.83 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

300 GUMBLETOWN ROAD – BODINE
Mr. Joseph Ierubino was in attendance to ask the Supervisors what progress has been made regarding the clean up of the property at 300 Gumbletown Road owned by Harry Bodine.  Mr. Ierubino told the Board the property owner continues to burn in his effort to clean it up.  Solicitor Waldron addressed the matter and advised the court order issued gave the property owner thirty days to clean up the property and then the township had the authorization to do it.  He further advised there is someone who has an agreement of sale to purchase the property and is willing to go in and start the process but does not want to proceed until he closes on it.  Solicitor Waldron thought a closing would be soon.  Mr. Ieurbino thanked the Board.
300 GUMBLETOWN ROAD – CLEAN UP

The Supervisors on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried authorized Mark Williams to clean up the property at 300 Gumbletown Road at a cost not to exceed $9,000.00 which is the amount of the escrow fire money received.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
1ST ALARM PROPOSAL

Mrs. Rose had a proposal from 1st Alarm Security for upgrading the cameras and installing a lock that can be operated from the Administrator’s Office.  The total for both installations was quoted at $3,500.00.  On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board authorizing proceeding with the upgrade.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT:
Mr. Waldron reported on the following:

402 REALTY (FIREWORKS STORE)
Solicitor Waldron reported to the Board he had spoken with Gene Ruzanski regarding the parking situation at the property and PennDOT’s requirement for an ordinance by the township to regulate the parking.  Mr. Ruzanski asked Solicitor Waldron to have the township defer any action at this time.  He said they are working with PennDOT and will report what transpires from those conversations.

SCHRAGEN – JUNK VIOLATION

Solicitor Waldron reported the Schragen matter had again been continued at the request of the property owner The new hearing is scheduled for July 23.  He said he advised the adjoining property owner of the new date.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST – QUORUM
Solicitor Waldron advised he had done some research regarding conflict of interest and the ability to act when there are not three members present and one has a conflict.  He said Land Development or Subdivisions cannot be acted upon when there is not a quorum to vote on it.  Zoning matters which are regulated by the Zoning Ordinance can be addressed.
