

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, September 21, 2021                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The September 21, 2021 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Ehrhardt, Coutts and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               September 7, 2021 meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $83,399.57 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $109,164.03 were reported with a list of each on file.

BEACH DREDGING BID OPENING:
Chairman Coutts at 7:15 PM asked for bids received for the Palmyra Township Beach Dredging project.  One bid was received from Pioneer Construction in the amount of $129,021.00.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the bid was rejected.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

AMBULANCE PAYROLL:

Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors that the township has received two requests for payroll from the Tafton Ambulance EP.  She asked the Board if the ambulance should be supplying an accounting of what they receive in billing monies.  The Board discussed the matter and the pending audits that were to be performed for both the ambulance and fire company.  Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors she is having difficulty getting the tasks performed.  Supervisor Mueller asked if a profit and loss is submitted to the township on a regular basis.  Mrs. Rose suggested reaching out to another CPA and was authorized to do so.

RUN TO THE MOUNTAINS – SALDO VIOLATION

Mrs. Rose told the Board Solicitor Waldron would like authorization to pursue the Run to the Mountains SALDO violation.  Currently there are three other violations that Zoning Office McGlynn and SEO Martin have filed.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized Solicitor Waldron to proceed with his filing in court on the violation.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:
Roadmaster Coutts submitted his report in writing which included his meeting at Road Task Force.  He said some sections of Route 507 will be having work done this fall.  He also reported Penn DOT has agreed to provide the township with a traffic plan on the Fairview Lake outlet bridge project.  He also reported on several road projects that are being done “in-house.”

MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:
TOWNSHIP GENERATOR:

Mr. Mathews presented two quotes from Ben Rinker Generator, one for a 20,000-watt unit and the other a 35,000-watt unit.  Both were for a Briggs and Stratton and included a 1000-gallon propane tank.  The Supervisors discussed the matter and decided to purchase their own tank and put the Briggs and Stratton 20,000-watt generator out to bid.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized Mrs. Rose to advertise.
