

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, December 21, 2021                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The December 21, 2021 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Ehrhardt, Coutts and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Waldron and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               December 7, 2021meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $82,160.14 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $18,432.61 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
DAUNCEY & FILON MINOR SUBDIVISION:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors for a resolution to forward the Planning Modules on the Dauncey/Filon minor subdivision to DEP.  She told the Board the matter had been to township planning and they recommended approval subject to comments from County Planning.  Those comments have not yet been received.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried it was authorized to forward the Planning Modules on.

BRADLY MURRAY, CPA – ENGAGEMENT LETTER:

Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors she had received an engagement letter from Bradly Murray who will be doing the township audit for 2021.  His fee was listed as $3,500.00.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the letter was signed by Chairman Coutts.

ZONING AMENDMENT 137-2021
Mrs. Rose told the Board she had received comments from County Planning on the proposed amendment to the Township Zoning Ordinance.  Solicitor Waldron reviewed the comments with the Supervisors and advised it would be appropriate to adopt the amendment.  It had been advertised for a public hearing on December 7 and was tabled at that time until those comments were received.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Zoning Amendment 137-2021 was adopted.

DGK REPLACEMENT COSTS:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board if they had reviewed the proposed replacement costs from DGK on the township building and storage buildings.  She said Jim Davis wanted to know if he should implement those changes.  The Supervisors all agreed it was a good idea to increase the coverage on those buildings.

NEIC – ALTERNATE BUILDING AND ZONING
The Board and Solicitor discussed appointing NEIC as interim building and zoning officials for the township pending their appointment at the Reorganization Meeting.  Solicitor Waldron told the Supervisors advised the Board they are permitted to appoint an alternate to those positions.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried NEIC was appointed to act as interim Zoning and Building Officials until the board enters a contract with them for 2022.
SOLICITOR'S REPORT:
Mr. Waldron reported on the following:

KIMBLE ROAD – BEAVER DAM

Solicitor Waldron and the Supervisors discussed the damage on Kimble Road from the beaver dam and what the next step should be with the Game Commission.  Joseph Hudak of Kiley Associates had prepared an opinion letter about the damage it is doing to Kimble Road together with photographs.  Solicitor Waldron said he would send a letter to the Game Commission enclosing the report together with copying Representative Peifer and Senator Baker.

PROOF OF RECORDING DOCUMENTS
Solicitor Waldron addressed the issue of the Board requiring proof of recording on combination deeds and approved land developments plans.  He advised the SALDO would need to be amended to provide for that requirement.  Solicitor Waldron will prepare that amendment after the first of the year.
ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

Roadmaster Coutts reported there had been some truck repair and maintenance; two small storm events, attended Road Task Force Meeting and learned PennDOT will continue to repair washouts within our township.  He also told the Board he is working with LTAP, they are implementing a new pilot program that Palmyra Township will be the first to participate.
MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported that the crack sealing had been completed on various township roads and the parking lot by Wayco; the roof project is about to be completed.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  The Board at 7:35 PM went to Executive Session.

The Board reconvened their regular meeting at 8:00 PM and there being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.
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
