

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, March 15, 2022                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The March 15, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               March 1, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $13,268.98 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $73,694.46 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

LOG TAVERN BREWERY:

Mitchell Jacobs, Kiley Associates and Ryan Scott, Log Tavern Brewery were in attendance to give a sketch and preliminary plan of what they would like to do at property being purchased on Route 390 which is in the Community Commercial Zone.  It was determined for the tap room Mr. Scott is proposing as the first phase of his project is a permitted use in that zone.  The manufacturing of the beer which he is proposing in the future would require conditional use approval.  Solicitor Henry and the Supervisors thought it advisable for Mr. Scott to get all his approvals rather than piece meal the project.  
HOPPING EAGLE BREWERY:

Mitchell Jacobs, Kiley Associates was in attendance representing the Hopping Eagle Brewery which mirrors the Log Tavern Brewery application and the necessary approvals.  Mr. Jacobs indicated he would like to get both projects into the Planning Commission for their April meeting.
402 REALTY, INC – CONDIITONAL USE 
Gene Ruzanski, representing 402 Realty, Inc., was in attendance to try and finalize the conditional use approval of 402 Realty, Inc.  The Supervisors had approved the use with conditions that were outlined in a letter March 18, 2021.  PennDOT had issued the required Highway Occupancy Permit subject to the township putting a “no-parking ordinance” into effect for outside the stone berm that has been placed along Routes 6 & 402.  The Supervisors on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried modified Condition 12 of the Conditional Use Approval to conform with the latest plan under revision date of March 15, 2022.  The Supervisors informed the applicant’s representative they would take no action on the requested ordinance.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

TOWNSHIP BUILDING PAINTING:

Mrs. Rose reported that four quotes had been received for the township building painting project, as follows:

Seminario Painting - $19,508.00 – Michael T’s - $13,400.00 – CEhrhardt Painting - $16,266.07 – Rider Painting - $20,266.07.  On a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board authorized Michael T’s to paint the township building.
SALDO AMENDMENT:

Mrs. Rose reported that the proposed amendment to the SALDO had been reviewed by the County and their comments indicated the township must adhere to the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code which allows for 90 days to record an approved plan or map.  The Supervisors had wanted to tighten up that timeline to forty-five days.  Solicitor Henry advised that the Board does need to follow the Code but could put something into effect that proof of recording will be required.  The Supervisors discussed a stamp that could be used when signing the maps, plans or deeds indicating that requirement.  Solicitor Henry will review the matter and be back to the township with some suggestions. 
ZONING OFFICE – COMPUTER

Mrs. Rose advised a new computer is needed in the zoning office.  She believes it is the oldest one in the building currently.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the purchase was authorized.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:
Roadmaster Coutts reported on the following:  plowing and salting ice and snow events, standard maintenance and cleaning of shop and trucks, took Kyle Kellstrom out for some driver training for CDL,
COSTARS salt contract had been prepared and submitted, advised once the snow and ice melts he plans to contact the company who refurbished the tennis courts to see what suggestions they have for improving the pickle ball courts.

MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported on the following:  snow and ice events, a downed tree on Kimble Road which he removed, he will be meeting Crum Tree Service over the next week at the beach to go over what trees need to be removed or trimmed.
