

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, July 19, 2022                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The July 19, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               July 5, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $14,351.32 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $120,312.53 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

Marian Keegan was in attendance to announce her candidacy for Representative of the 139th District on a write in vote.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
SHORT TERM RENTAL WITH PRE-EXISTING SEWAGE SYSTEMS:

Mrs. Rose reported she had two applications for Short Term Rentals for four bedrooms which SEO Martin has no record on either.  Accordingly, as part of the STR Ordinance the property owner must sign an agreement that acknowledges there is no record of the system and in the event of failure must bring the system to current day standards.  Both agreements need to be signed the Supervisors and forwarded to the Pike County Recorder of Deeds Office for recording.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved the “Mastermind Ventures, LLC” and “Roman States” agreements were approved and signed.  Mrs. Rose will forward to County for recording.
GFL – RECYCLING AND TRASH REMOVAL:
Mrs. Rose told the Board the township is experiencing extreme difficulties with scheduled pick-ups by GFL together with many outside residents using the township recycling center.  Besides spending hours on hold trying to resolve the issue Mr. Sullivan is having difficulty on Saturdays due to the lack of space for people to dispose of their recyclables and trash.  The Supervisors and Solicitor discussed the matter.  Chairman Coutts stated he believes the recyclables are not really getting recycled but going to the landfill which if true there is no reason to continue that service.  It was also discussed that a flyer be created letting people know that IDs will start to be checked which may deter some out of township people from using the center.  The Supervisors also asked Mrs. Rose to send a copy of the agreement between County Waste (now GFL) and the township to Solicitor Henry for review.
MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported he continues to work on the Walking Trail.  
Supervisor Ehrhardt asked Mr. Mathews to repair the entrance to Kimble Road, which is eroding, and he is concerned it will undermine the road if not addressed.  Mr. Mathews said he would look at it.
