

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, September 6, 2022                 


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The September 6, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               August 16, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $9,107.72 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $108,945.59 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
KLINE LAND DEVELOPMENT PLAN:

Mitchell Jacobs, Kiley Associates, was in attendance seeking approval of a pending Land Development Plan in Blooming Grove Township.  He explained to the Board the property in question borders Palmyra Township and a small portion lies within the boundaries of Palmyra Township.  He further explained Blooming Grove Township is the taxing authority for the property.  The Office of Community Planning in Pike County has asked that Palmyra Township also approve and sign the plan.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the plan was approved and executed.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

ZONING HEARING BOARD APPOINTMENT:

The Board took up the matter of appointing an alternate to the Zoning Hearing Board in the event one of its current members are unable to attend and result in a lack of quorum.  Chairman Coutts advised that Mark Ossant agreed to serve in that capacity.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried Mark Ossant was appointed as an Alternate to the township Zoning Hearing Board.
PALMYRA TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENT:

The Board took up the matter of appointing an alternate to the Palmyra Township Planning Commission in the event one of its current members are unable to attend and result in a lack of quorum.  Chairman Coutts advised that Alex Schmalzle agreed to serve in that capacity.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried Alex Schmalzle was appointed as an Alternate to the Palmyra Township Planning Commission.

TREE WORK – PICKLE BALL COURT:

Chairman Coutts advised he had received four quotes for tree work that needs to be done at the Pickle Ball Court location.  On a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried Crum Tree Service was awarded the work to be done at $3,500.00.
