

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, October 4, 2022                


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The October 4, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               September 22, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $43,150.54 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $18,788.62 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

WALLENPAUPACK GORGE TRAIL:

Grant Genzlinger, Palmyra Township Trail Representative, was in attendance advising that the feasibility study regarding the trail system throughout Pike County had been completed and submitted to the Commissioners.  There has been no action yet.

Additionally, he was in attendance confirming that the Wallenpaupack Gorge Trail grant application had been successful this recent round.  They are to receive $145,000.00 and with the $25,000.00 from Pike Preservation the project should be fully funded.  He also advised that the township would need to orchestrate the bid process and Mitchell Jacobs of Kiley Associates has already been retained to handle the engineering.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized contacting Kiley Associates to prepare the RFP
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

2022 HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN UPDATE:

Mrs. Rose reported she had received the updated Hazard Mitigation Plan from the County which the County has asked the township to adopt it through resolution.  Mrs. Rose had prepared such a resolution and on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Resolution 10-04-2022 was adopted.  Mrs. Rose will send a copy to the County.

BOYSTAK LOT COMBINATION:

Mrs. Rose presented a lot combination deed for Patricia Boystak which had been prepared and reviewed by Solicitor Henry and found to be in order.  The deed proposes to combine Lots 298 and 301, Tanglwood North into one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 298R.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved the lot combination was approved.

SEO’S REPORT:

Mr. Martin reported on his permit activity in writing for the month of September.  The only issue he had for the Board concerned a property owner on Yacht Club Drive in Tanglwood.  The property owner removed his sand mound and rebuilt it without any permits.  He has been advising that he will provide material certifications and to correct the problem since spring.  SEO Martin wanted to know how to proceed at this point.  Solicitor Henry advised it would need to go to the Magistrate initially as is being done with the Kelesh Drive property.  Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors she believes there are zoning and building violations also.  The Board and Solicitor asked that she take this up with Mr. Mengoni and that possibly all matters can be combined in one complaint.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:
Solicitor Henry and the Supervisors discussed the Paupack Hills property and the fact that the building has not been taken down.  Mrs. Rose received a copy of the complaint the property owner had filed against the insurance company and provided a copy to Solicitor Henry.  It was decided that Solicitor Henry would contact the insurance company and ask that the burned building be fenced off for safety reasons.

MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported he is meeting with Conservation District regarding finalizing the Old Greentown Road project.  He also advised he is prepping Bartleson Road for the culvert pipe work that is scheduled to begin within the month.  Additionally he has asked Miller’s Plumbing to winterize the beach for the season.
