

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, November 1, 2022                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The November 1, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 7:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               October 18, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $83,336.08 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $40,598.83 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

SINGER LOT IMPROVEMENT

William Schoenagel was in attendance seeking approval of a plan showing lot improvements of Singer, Galasso and Inman.  The matter had been reviewed by Palmyra Township Planning Commission and Pike County Office of Planning, both recommending approvals.  Solicitor Henry, Mr. Schoenagel and the Supervisors discussed the sewage for the three new lots.  Solicitor Henry asked if it would not be necessary for the Galasso lot as it will be a stand-alone lot.  Mrs. Rose asked if there were deeds corresponding to the maps.  Mr. Schoenagel said they would be coming from Attorney Waldron.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the maps were approved subject to the review of the deeds by the Solicitor and confirmation from SEO Martin that there would not be sewage testing needed.

SEO’S REPORT:

SEO Martin reported in writing on his permit activity for the month of October.  SEO Martin had no issues for the Board.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

HARTMAN COMBINATION DEED:
Mrs. Rose told the Board she had a combination deed that was submitted by the law office of Farley and Weed.  Solicitor Henry had reviewed the deed and found same to be in order.  Gary Hartman, Jr. wishes to combine Lot Nos. 1 and 2 along East Beaver Dam Road to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 2R.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the deed was approved and executed.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:
Solicitor Henry reported he had prepared the complaints for filing at the Magistrate on both Columbo and Jones.  He asked Mrs. Rose to have SEO Martin sign and file them.  He also reported that Hemlock Point Community Association will need a conditional use hearing on their proposed new water storage facility. He and Zoning Officer Mengoni had discussed the matter.  Solicitor Henry also advised the Board he had prepared the filing on the Goble matter which is due at the court no later than November 18.  The Board and Solicitor discussed the matter and concluded that they have to continue to defend their position.

MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported the Bartleson Road project is complete, and Conservation District will be out to inspect it this week.  The arrows are still not done by Mayo, but they also are due to be completed this week. Anti-skid has been delivered.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  The Board at 7:45 PM went to Executive Session to discuss personnel issues.

The Board reconvened their regular meeting at 8:15 PM and there being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 PM.
