CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The November 15, 2022 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts and Ehrhardt.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               November 1, 2022, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $82,578.79 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $123,154.41 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
SIBIRTZEFF LOT COMBINATION:

Mrs. Rose asked that a lot combination deed submitted by the office of John F. Spall on behalf of Lisa Sibirtzeff be approved.  The deed had been reviewed and approved by Solicitor Henry and the required fee paid.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried Lots 551 and 552, Tanglwood Lakes were combined to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 551R.
HEMLOCK POINT COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION
CONDITIONAL USE

Mrs. Rose told the Board a conditional use application had been filed by Hemlock Point Community Association for the construction of a new water tower.  The matter had been to the township planning commission, and they recommended a public hearing be conducted and advised the applicant did not need to return to them.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried the Board recommended advertising for a public hearing to be held December 6 at 6:30 PM.  
MAINTENANCE FOREMAN’S REPORT:

Mr. Mathews reported on repairs to the township vehicles and advised salt has been ordered.  He also reported on the snow and ice events.

2023 BUDGET:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board to approve advertising the 2023 Budget for final adoption at the December 20 meeting.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried the Board authorized the advertising.

SOLCITOR’S REPORT:

Solicitor Henry advised the Board on the matter of the Singer Lot Improvement the deeds had been received, reviewed, and approved by him.  He further advised SEO Martin said there needed to be no testing to be done on these properties until they are developed.  Accordingly, Solicitor Henry said the signed maps could be released.
