CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The May 2, 2023, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 6:15 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               April 18, 2023, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $14,319.41 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $413,827.11 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
BEACH PERSONNEL:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve hiring Aleecia Towner as a concession stand employee for the summer at a rate of $12.00.  A motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the hiring was approved.

HERBST COMBINATION DEED:

Mrs. Rose presented a combination deed for approval which had been prepared by Attorney Howell, reviewed, and approved by Solicitor Henry.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the combination deed of Mark W. and Karen E. Herbst was approved.  Lots 25G and 70, Lynndale Development shall be combined and henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 70R.
RASCHELLA COMBINATION DEED:

Mrs. Rose presented a combination deed for approval which had been prepared by Attorney Farley, reviewed, and approved by Solicitor Henry.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the combination deed of Vincent Raschella and Donna Raschell was approved.  Lots 600 and 601, Tanglwood Lakes Development shall be combined and henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 600-R.
JOY BECK CUSTOM BUILDERS’ COMBINATION DEED:

Mrs. Rose presented a combination deed for approval which had been prepared by Attorney Krajkovich, reviewed, and approved by Solicitor Henry.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the combination deed of Joy Beck Builders was approved.  Lots 11 and 12, Sunset Ridge Development shall be combined and henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 11-R.
ALTERATE SOLICITOR:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to appoint an alternate solicitor to cover the conditional use hearing scheduled for May 16, 2023, as Solicitor Henry indicated he has a possible conflict of interest.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried John Martin, II, Esquire, was appointed as alternate township solicitor for the hearing.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:
Roadmaster Coutts told the Board that due to the fact the line painting at Routes 6 and 507 has not held up it will be necessary to have the lines repainted again this year.  He spoke with Doug Gumble,  and  was advised doing the intersections every other year with regular line paint at a cost of $1,000.00 per would be more economical. On a motion by Mr.  Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board authorized entering an agreement with Mr. Gumble to do the work.
