

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, July 5, 2023                  


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The July 5, 2023, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               June 20, 2023, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $17,855.52 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $16,530.46 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

SCHMIT COMBINATION DEED:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve a combination deed for John R. Schmit and Stefanie N. Schmit for two lots in Paupack Hills.  The deed had been reviewed and approved by Solicitor Henry.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried Lots 9 & 10, Paupack Hills were combined to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 10R.
PENWARDEN COMBINATION DEED:

Mrs. Rose reported she had received correspondence from Solicitor Henry that he had reviewed and approved a combination deed prepared by Farley & Weed for Kyle Penwarden.  The deed proposes to combine Lots 11A, DR and a parcel adjoining comprising .034 acre of land as shown on a “Map Showing Subdivision/Lot Improvement of the Lands of Robert V. and Carol Drake, dated October 4, 2010”, to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot 11R.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the deed was approved. 
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:
FAIRVIEW LAKE ACCESS AREA:

Solicitor Henry reported he had researched the parcel of land at Fairview Lake which came out of VonHake in the early 1950s to the Township but subsequently was deeded back to the VonHakes.  It is Solicitor Henry’s opinion that the VonHakes still own it but likely because it was excluded in other transfers for no apparent reason than it was in error.  The Board and Solicitor are confident it will be between the two adjoining property owners (Martin and Grant) to work out ownership.
GOBLE:

Solicitor Henry had a copy of the decision on the Goble matter.  The Court has ruled the Gobles do not need to obtain a building permit for the sign erected on their property.

PICKLEBALL COURT:

Supervisor Coutts reported the new pickleball court should be completed by the weekend.  He also advised plans are being made to add some benches and a new walkway.  It is intended once everything is completed the complex will be dedicated in memory of Thomas Simons.
