CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The September 5, 2023, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 6:15 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               August 15, 2023, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $66,179.91 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $40,957.16 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
MMO – 2024

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve the Minimum Municipal Obligation for the employee pension plan for the calendar year 2024.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the MMO was approved at $13,342.30.

SEO’S REPORT:

SEO Martin reported on his permit activity in writing for the month of August.  He also stated he had no issues for the Supervisors at this time.
SOLICITOR REPORT:
SUNSET HARBOUR – WELL ISSUE

The Board and Solicitor discussed the request of a property owner in the Sunset Harbour Development approval to drill his own well.  After discussion, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, it was decided Solicitor Henry would send a letter explaining the request is in violation of the Zoning Ordinance and not with consistent with the original approval of that development which was approved under a Conservation Subdivision plan.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

Roadmaster Coutts reported the new equipment trailer has been delivered, the line painting has been completed on Shiny Mt. and Kimble Roads.  He also reported that he and Kyle have rented a machine and are currently working on the tail ditches.
