Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.

MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT IMPROVEMENT

Dennis Stinson, Kiley Associates was in attendance seeking approval for a minor subdivision/lot combination of Heembrock, etal.  The matter had been to township planning with a recommendation for approval to the Supervisors.  It had also been sent to Pike County Planning and received approval from it.  The plan proposes to reconfigure five lots into three.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the plan was approved subject to review of the corresponding deeds by Solicitor Henry.

SALT SHAKERS, LLC – CONDITIONAL USE APPLICATION

Valerie Flyte was in attendance to seek guidance on what her next steps should be regarding her pending application for conditional use.  She had been to township planning and it recommended the Supervisors conduct a public hearing.  Mrs. Rose advise the hearing was advertised for December 5, 2023, at 3:30 PM.  Solicitor Henry and the Supervisors told the applicant certain things she would need to provide at that hearing. She thanked the Board.
TREE TRIMMING BIDS RECEIVED:

Chairman Coutts at 4:30 PM advised three bids had been received for tree trimming on Shiny Mt. Road and a small section of Old Greentown Road.  The results were as follows:

On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the Board awarded the bid to Crum Tree Service subject to review and approval of the bid by Solicitor Henry.
