

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, August 1, 2023                 


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The August 1, 2023, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               July 18, 2023, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $11,348.85 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $10,076.22 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

WALLENPAUPACK GORGE TRAIL:
Mitchell Jacobs, Kiley Associates, Molly Rogers, and Grant Genzlinger were in attendance to give the Supervisors an update on the Wallenpaupack Gorge Trail project. Mr. Jacobs said he would be preparing the RFPs, arranging for a walk-through with Brookfield and preparing the bid packets.  He said he would coordinate everything with the township.  The Supervisors asked where the balance of the funds would be coming from to make up the difference between the grant amounts and what the bids come in at.  Molly Rogers addressed that and advised the Lackawanna River Trail has committed to providing the difference.  The Supervisors asked that all the funding available be put into a letter form to the township and in turn the township will write the necessary letter to Brookfield explaining how the project will be funded.  Insurance was discussed and the Supervisors asked Mrs. Rose to contact DGK to see how it was done for the Wallenpaupack Lake Trail.
GHD – SERVICE AREA MAP:

Mrs. Rose shared the corrected service area map that GHD had submitted for the Supervisors review.  It was further edited showing where the community water systems are located.  Mrs. Rose will send the revised map back to GHD for revision.  It was also discussed that GHD should give some guidance to SEO Martin regarding his testing and how the properties should be chosen to reflect a good cross section.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

FAIRVIEW LAKE ACCESS:

Solicitor Henry discussed his research concerning Fairview Lake access and who the current owner is likely to be.  He does not believe the township has any interest in it and in his research believes it was missed in some transfers and still belongs to the VonHake.  The matter remains that the shed placed on part of the property is a zoning violation.  Solicitor Henry will send a letter to Erich Martin and copy Earl Grant explaining the shed needs to be removed.
SUNSET HARBOUR-PRIVATE WELL:
A request has been received through SEO Martin from Bob Brown of RGB Custom Builders, who is building a home on Lot 3, Sunset Harbour, asking if a private well could be drilled for that lot.  This development was approved under the Conservation Subdivision Ordinance which allows for smaller lots based on the lots having central water and septic.  Solicitor Henry said he would like to review the Developer’s Agreement and the subdivision approval before commenting on the request.  Mrs. Rose said she would get the documents to him.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

SHINY MT. ROAD – LINE PAINTING:

Roadmaster Coutts advised the Board Shiny Mt. Road needs line painting.  He had two quotes as follows:

On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized contracting with DeAngelo Contracting Services LLC.
