

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, June 17, 2025            


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The June 17, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt, and Mueller by Zoom.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               June 3, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $40,886.63 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $74,771.67 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
TAFTON AMBULANCE:

Rebecca Shaffer, representing Tafton Ambulance, was in attendance to demonstrate a new device like what an AED is.  She distributed an informational flyer for the Lucas Chest Compression System and explained it does not require a person to perform the CPR leaving ambulance personnel to handle the other matters that occur in a heart emergency.  She explained they are trying to raise money for Tafton Ambulance to acquire one.  Rebecca explained new devices are about $30,000.00 but refurbished can range from $15,000.00 to $20,000.00.  The Supervisors thanked her for the presentation and said they would discuss it and get back to them.
POCONO LAKEFRONT – MINOR SUBDIVISION:

Anthony Waldron was in attendance seeking approval of the minor subdivision for Pocono Lakefront, LLC (the dock lot).  The matter had been before Township Planning with a recommendation it be forwarded to Pike County Planning for review and comment.  Comments had not been received back yet.  Mrs. Rose told Mr. Waldron the “non-building waiver” also needs to be completed and signed by the applicant and a representative of the Planning Commission.  Attorney Waldron took the form and said he would contact SEO Martin to determine who needs to sign it.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting.

WAYNE PIKE CAREER TECHNOLOGY CENTER:
Attorney Waldron was in attendance representing the WASD and their pending conditional use application for a proposed career technology center.  The matter had been before the Township Planning Commission, and they had accepted it for review and recommended a public hearing.  Solicitor Henry advised the matter should go back to Township Planning Commission and ask for a recommendation with conditions.  The next meeting is July 8.  The Supervisors and Solicitor said this would give them time to schedule the public hearing in a timely manner.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board asked the public hearing to be advertised for August 5, at 3:00 PM.

SAMAYAM, LLC – PINE CREST MARINA – NEW WAVE HOLDINGS

Attorney Waldron asked if the agreement between New Wave Holdings LLC and Pine Crest Marina, Inc had been approved by the Township and signed.  Solicitor Henry advised he had redrafted the agreement to provide more formalization and a prohibition of any additional assignments.  There also remains the matter of escrow money the township has been holding in the event of a failure with the holding tank on the premises.  The Board and attorneys all agreed to revisit the agreement and make necessary edits.  
ZONING ORDINANCE NOTICE & ADOPTION:

Mrs. Rose asked for authorization to advertise the proposed Zoning Ordinance for a public hearing and adoption at the regular board meeting on July 15, 2025.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized publishing the notices.

RESOLUTION 06-17-2025 – US SEMIQUINCENTENNIAL:

Mrs. Rose had prepared a resolution for adoption by the Board recognizing the commemoration of the 250th anniversary of the United States.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrahrdt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Resolution 06-17-2025, was adopted.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board to approve and execute the MOU between Hawley Borough and Palmyra Township which sets forth the responsibility of Hawley Borough to maintain the crosswalk at the Gorge Trail.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Chairman Coutts executed the MOU.

WINE SALES – WALLY LAKE FEST:

Mrs. Rose reported there was a request to allow a winery to have a booth for wine tasting and sales on the township beach property during Wally Lake Fest. The Board discussed it and the fact that the township does not allow alcohol at the beach or any of the township properties and they felt it would open in up for other wineries to request booths.  The Supervisors unanimously agreed not to allow it.
PLANNING COMMISSION VACANCY:

Mrs. Rose told the Board there is a vacancy on the Planning Commission for an alternate member due to one of its members moving out of the township.  She said Gregory Berryman had been recommended to fill that position.  Mrs. Rose said she spoke with Mr. Berryman, and he indicated he would like to serve.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried Mr. Berryman was appointed to fill the alternate vacancy.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

The Board at 4:55 PM went to executive session to discuss personnel issues.
