CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The July 1, 2025 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               June 17, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $13,847.80 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $15,657.65 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
WHITE MINOR SUBDIVISION:

William Schoenagel was in attendance seeking approval for Barbara and Grover White for their minor subdivision/lot combination.  The plan had been to both township planning and county planning.  The Solicitor and Supervisors discussed it and tabled any action until the sewage can be clarified.  Mr. Schoenagel will reach out to his clients and SEO Martin.

SEO’S REPORT:

SEO Martin reported on his permit activity for the month of June.  He had no issues for the board.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
FADULE LOT COMBINATION:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve a lot combination deed for Nicolas and Heather Fadule.  The deed had been reviewed and approved by Solicitor Henry.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Lots 162, 170, 171 and 172 will be combined to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as 162RR-AL-WA-DA.
AED – TOWNSHIP AND BEACH:

Chairman Coutts reported he had researched what the cost would be to replace the battery in the existing AED the township owns.  He said it would be $500.00 for the battery and if the township purchased a refurbished AED it would be in the $1,000.00 range.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized purchasing two refurbished AEDs, one for the township building and one for the beach concession building.

LUCAS (Chest Compression System)

Chairman Coutts took up the matter of the township contributing money to the Tafton Fire Company in their effort to purchase a LUCAS unit.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized contributing $15,000.00 to their effort.
