

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, July 15, 2025             


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The July 15, 2025 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               July 1, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $45,426.54 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $81,080.96 were reported with a list of each on file.

ZONING ORDINANCE ADOPTION:
Chairman Coutts took up the matter of adopting the updated Palmyra Township Zoning Ordinance.  A public hearing had been held prior to the regular meeting.  There was no comment from the public on the proposed adoption.  The matter had been duly advertised and reviewed by Township Planning and Zoning together with County Planning.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrahrdt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Palmyra Township Zoning Ordinance was adopted.
PINE CREST MARINA – NEW WAVE 507:
Mark Swartley, New Wave 507, was in attendance asking the status of the agreement to extend the terms of the original conditional use approval to his entity.  He further questioned at what point he could come back into the township and apply to amend or expand his approval.  The Board and Solicitor discussed the matter and advised Mr. Swartley to enter into the agreement first and then follow up with a new conditional use application.  The current agreement as drafted needed to be revised to provide for the continuation of an escrow deposit regarding the holding tank at the premises. Solicitor Henry will revise the agreement and forward it to the township for circulation and signature.
WHITE LOT MINOR SUBDIVISION/LOT COMBINATION:

William Schoenagel was in attendance seeking approval of a proposed lot combination/subdivision for Barbara and Grover White.  Mr. Schoenagel told the Board he had spoken to SEO Martin and was advised sewage testing would not be required for the subdivision.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the plan was approved subject to the review of the deeds by Solicitor Henry.  Administrator Rose will hold the signed maps until approval to release the maps by the Solicitor.

POCONO LAKEFRONT LLC – MINOR SUBDIVISION – DOCK LOT:

Attorney Waldron was in attendance seeking approval of the minor subdivision for Pocono Lakefront, LLC.  The comments from the County were addressed by Attorney Waldron.  The Non-Building Waiver still needs to be approved and signed by the Planning Commission along with the Secretary of the Board of Supervisors.  Mrs. Rose will send the waiver to the next planning meeting to complete their portion.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the plan was approved.

ROUTE 390 – TRUCK TRAFFIC:

Jeff Phy and Jeanie Hartzell were in attendance seeking assistance from the township regarding the increased truck traffic on Route 390.   They told the Supervisors there is very little enforcement and the speeding is very bad.  Mr. Phy believes they are avoiding the scales by coming in that direction.  Chairman Coutts explained it is not a township road, so the township does not have much jurisdiction over.  He added he has a Pike County Road Task Force meeting coming up and he will talk to PennDOT about the issue then.  He also offered to call the State Police to get more patrol on that road. 

GUMBLETOWN ROAD – WIDENING – BID OPENING:

Chairman Coutts said three bids were received for the Gumbletown Road widening project.  He opened them and the results were as follows:

Leeward - $239,180.00
Wayco - $197,478.00

Pioneer - $371,301.25
On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board awarded the contract to Wayco, Incorporated.  

LYNNS HILL ROAD – PAVING:

Chairman Coutts said four bids were received for the Lynns Hill Road paving project.  He opened them and the results were as follows:

Leeward - $65,805.00

Pioneer - $84,962.75

Wayco - $57,520.00

Kobalt - $65,800.00

On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board awarded the contract to Wayco, Incorporated.
