CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The August 5, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               July 15, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $8,294.43 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $35,825.52 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
NEW WAVE 507, LLC – PINE CREST MARINA, INC.:

Mark Swartley, representing New Wave 507, LLC, was in attendance seeking finalization of an agreement among his two corporations and Pine Crest Marina.  The agreement reflects the conditions imposed by the township on the conditional use approval for Pine Crest will transfer to Mr. Swartley’s entities as he is the new owner of the Pine Crest properties.  The agreement had been reviewed and approved by both Solicitor Henry and Mr. Swartley.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the agreement was signed by the Supervisors.
POCONO LAKEFRONT – DOCK LOT:

Mrs. Rose told the Board with the approval of the Pocono Lakefront minor subdivision of its dock lot a “non-building waiver” needed to be executed by the township and the Planning Commission, ultimately to be submitted to DEP.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Secretary Mueller, who executed the waiver on behalf of the Supervisors.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING – HAWLEY BORO:
Mrs. Rose said she had received the final signed Memorandum of Understanding between the Township and Hawley Borough regarding maintenance of the crosswalk.  Solicitor Henry approved the agreement, and Hawley Borough signed it.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Chairman Coutts signed the agreement on behalf of the township.

SEO’S REPORT:

SEO Martin submitted his report in writing containing his permit activity for the month of July.  Mr. Martin had no issues for the board at this time.
