

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, September 2, 2025           


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The September 2, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of August 19, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $9,508.92 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $27,494.72 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
WASD-Career Technical Center

Conditional Use:

The Supervisors took up the matter regarding conditional use application of the WASD for a proposed Career Technical Center.  The matter was duly advertised, and a public hearing was held on August 19, 2025 with no opposition from the public.  The Supervisors addressed the applicant advising that certain conditions would be imposed and Supervisor Ehrhardt read them into the minutes.  Of specific concern was the township would require an emergency access road to be constructed to certain standards.  The Board and Applicant reviewed the plan and several options were discussed.  The Applicant said they would comply but would need to discuss with their engineer to iron out the specifics of the road.  A stenographer was present and took the record.  She will provide it to the township which will be made part of these minutes.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved, the conditional use was approved subject to the conditions attached hereto and made part hereof.  
GRATER LLC – MINOR SUBDIVISION:

Attorney Anthony Waldron was present representing Grater, LLC in their request for approval of a minor subdivision.  The matter had been to township and county planning with recommendation of approval subject to submission and approval of required sewage planning modules.  Engineer Jacobs reported in writing that the application had been forwarded to DEP in July and they were still waiting for approval.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Mueller, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt, the subdivision was approved conditioned upon approved planning modules being received from DEP.  Mrs. Rose will hold the signed maps until that time.
ECKERSLEY – FAMILY SUBDIVISION:

Attorney Waldron was present to discuss the Eckersley Family Subdivision which was approved by Palmyra Township in 1979.  At the present time one of the members of the family desires now to subdivide off his piece and ultimately sell it.  This ordinarily would trigger the construction of roads in accordance with the Township’s Subdivision Ordinance.  The Board asked Attorney Waldron to submit formal documentation as to how he and his client plan to address the matter.  The matter was tabled until a later meeting with a formal request.
SEO’s REPORT:

SEO Martin reported on his permit activity for the month of August.  He had no issues for the Board at this time.
