

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, September 16, 2025          


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The September 16, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts by Zoom, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               September 2, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $122,591.00 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $55,726.25 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

ECKERSLEY FAMILY SUBDIVISION:

Attorney Waldron was present representing the Eckersley Family in their proposed Modification Agreement for their minor family subdivision.  The matter refers to a 1979 agreement which the Palmyra Township Supervisors approved.  The Board acknowledged the restrictions to that subdivision no longer apply and it was agreed that lots can now be sold out of the family.  On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Mueller, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt the Modification Agreement was approved and executed.  Attorney Waldron presented two lot combination deeds relating to the lots owned by the Eckersley Family.  The first pertaining to Lots CR, D and E. owned by Tari E. Malkasian were combined to form one new lot henceforth to be known as Lot CRR.  The second deed was a lot combination for Bruce Loc Eckersley and Tari E. Malkasian in which Lots F and A will be combined to form one new lot henceforth to be known and designated as Lot FR.  On a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Mueller, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt, the deeds were approved.
WASD-CTC CONDITIONAL USE:

Attorney Anthony Waldron and Engineer Mitchell Jacobs were in attendance to clarify the location of the proposed emergency access road for the new Career Technical Center.  An alternate route was proposed by the Supervisors, but the topography may not work with that location.  It was decided that the conditional use approval will stand with the condition that the township and school district come to a mutually agreeable access road.  It was suggested by the township that emergency services be contacted, such as State Police, School Security, and the transportation department at the school.

MINIMUM MUNICIPAL OBLIGATION – 2026:

Mrs. Rose presented the MMO for 2026 asking that the Supervisors approve same.  The minimum municipal obligation was calculated at $19,673.00.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, an abstention by Mr. Coutts, the MMO was approved for 2026.
LW DEVELOPERS LLC – CONDITIONAL USE
Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve an extension of the conditional use approval for LW Developers LLC. She had received a request from Developer, Joseph Regenski.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved, the conditional use approval was extended to October 4, 2025.  The Board asked Mrs. Rose to send the developer a letter advising same.
LANDS OF OTAMAYA LLC – DOCK LOT:

The Supervisors took up the matter regarding the application submitted to township planning by Otamaya, LLC.  The Planning Commission denied the application due to the applicant nor anyone representing the applicant had been to present the plan to their meeting.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried the application was denied by the township.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

WOLFF – WELL WAIVERS:

Solicitor Henry reported that he had forwarded all the information on the Wolff well waiver matter to Mr. Wolff’s attorney, Ronald Bugaj.  He said he had not heard back from him yet but will report on it at the next meeting.
