

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, October 21, 2025           


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The October 21, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               October 4, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $38,797.68 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $40,244.32 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
OTAMAYA LLC – MINOR SUBDIVISION – DOCK LOT:

Mrs. Rose shared the minutes of the Palmyra Township Planning Commission meeting with the Supervisors concerning the proposed minor subdivision of OTAMAYA, LLC.  The Planning Commission had recommended to the Supervisors the application be denied since the applicant’s representative could not answer the questions they had regarding the plan.  Mrs. Rose advised she received a call from Attorney Waldron after the Planning Commission meeting, and he indicated he would ask to be put on the next agenda for planning as he was prepared to represent the applicant and address the questions the planning members have.  The Supervisors discussed the matter, and it was decided to table the matter until after the next planning meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 141-2025:
Chairman Coutts opened the hearing regarding the adoption Ordinance No. 141-2025 which addresses the approved increased supervisor compensation for those Supervisors who begin a new term after the date of adoption.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrahrdt, seconded by Mr. Coutts, an abstention by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the ordinance was adopted.

TOWNSHIP EMPLOYEE PENSION:

Mrs. Rose told the Board she and Mrs. Stuccio had met with the township pension administrator for the annual review of the books.  Mr. Lutz, of RJ Hall, indicated the township could increase their contribution to 9% per the increased amount provided by the State.  It will be necessary to adopt an ordinance approving same, and if the Board agrees with the increase, she will need authorization.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, an abstention by Mr. Coutts, Mrs. Rose was authorized to advertise for the hearing.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

LAKE REGION DEVELOPMENT VII, LLC:

Solicitor Henry reported that the holding tank agreement between the township and Lake Region Development VII, LLC had been approved by SEO Martin which was required by the Board before they could approve same.  The final draft had been sent to Attorney Farley for his clients to execute and in turn get to the township for the Supervisors’ signatures.  The agreement had previously been approved entering subject to the attorneys and SEO Martin agreeing to all terms.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:
Roadmaster Coutts reported the work had been completed on Lynns Hill Road and Wayco expects to begin the shoulders on Gumbletown Road within the next week or so.  

Roadmaster Coutts also reported he will be meeting with Jeff Roback, Penn DOT representative, at Shiny Mt. Road to get an estimate of what the paving project will be.  He will report back to the Board.
