

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, November 18, 2025           


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The November 18, 2025 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller, by Zoom.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               November 4, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $33,142.51 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $60,824.38 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
2026 BUDGET:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board for approval to advertise the 2026 Budget for adoption at their December 16, 2025, meeting.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board authorized advertising the 2026 Budget for adoption.

FIRE TAX INCREASE:
Mrs. Rose told the Board she had prepared a draft resolution to authorize the increase of the township fire tax from one mill to 1.5 mill.  She requested that Solicitor Henry review and approve the draft for adoption at their December 2, 2025, meeting.  Solicitor Henry will review and advise.

ORDINANCE NO. 142-2025:

Chairman Coutts, at 4:15 PM, opened the public hearing on the adoption of Ordinance No. 142-2025 which would increase the township contribution to employee pension plan from 8% to 9%.  Chairman Coutts asked if there was any public comment and being none, closed the hearing.  The Board took up the adoption of the ordinance.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and an abstention by Chairman Coutts Ordinance No. 142-2025 was adopted.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

ESCAPE POA – SEWER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION:

Solicitor Henry advised he had received correspondence from Attorney John Lalley.  Attorney Lalley is representing a property owner in the Escape development that is opposing the expansion as he believes it will encroach on his property.  To date nothing has been received by the township and accordingly there is no action that needs to be taken.  Solicitor Henry suggested that he send a letter to Attorney Lalley letting him know that if anything comes into the township on this project, he will be notified.
NOTICE OF CLAIM – TRAFFIC INCIDENT:

Solicitor Henry said he had reviewed the notice of claim which Administrator Rose had forwarded to him.  He noted the accident referred to occurred more than a year ago and should have been filed six months ago.  It appeared the Penn DOT was named as the responsible party.  Accordingly, the matter was tabled until and if it becomes necessary for the township to respond.
