CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The January 5, 2026 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of December 16, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $14,373.87 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $8,828.43 were reported with a list of each on file.

TAFTON FIRE COMPANY:
Supervisor Coutts reported he was requested by Fire Chief Miller who is updating the township Emergency Operations manual and asked if the township building could be listed as an emergency warming station.  The Supervisors discussed it and on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board approved the township building as an emergency warming station.
ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

Roadmaster Coutts asked for authorization to purchase a pick-up truck w/plow as an additional snow removal vehicle.  The Board discussed it and on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the board authorized the purchase not to exceed $50,000.00.  Once a vehicle is found, it will be necessary to advertise for bids on it.
