

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, December 16, 2025         


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The December 16, 2025, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               December 2, 2025, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $17,533.50 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $28,722.56 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
NEW WAVE HOLDINGS, LLC – CONDITIONAL USE:

Mark Swartley, representing New Wave Holdings, LLC was in attendance seeking approval for an amendment to the conditional use approval that was issued to the prior owner, Samayam.  It was determined that with the 2025 amendment to the township Zoning Ordinance, which now has marinas as a principal permitted use in the zoning district this property is in, the conditions are moot.  With that, the approval for and issuance of a zoning permit for the existing marina was approved.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
GRATER, LLC – RESIGN MAPS:

Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors she had a request from Kiley Associates to have the Grater LLC minor subdivision maps resigned.  They were originally signed on September 2, 2025, and because ninety days had elapsed the Recorder would require a resigning.  They were being held waiting for the final approval from DEP.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Coutts, and an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt the maps were resigned and redated.  Mrs. Rose will hold them until the final approval is received from DEP.
2026 BUDGET:

Administrator Rose asked the Supervisors to approve the 2026 Budget.  It had been duly advertised on November 22, 2025.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried, the 2026 Budget was adopted which included $1,715,270.02 General Fund, $330,915.45 PA Highway Aid.  The millage will remain at 3.4 mills general fund.  In addition, the Supervisors adopted 2.0 mills ambulance and 1.5 mill fire tax.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:
MILLBROOK APPEAL:

Solicitor Henry reported he attended a status conference on the Millbrook appeal, December 1, 2025, along with Attorney Waldron.  He advised they likely will not have an opinion from the Court for a few months.
PALMYRA TOWNSHIP PUBLIC BEACH:

Solicitor Henrry had prepared and sent a letter to Senator Baker and Representative Olsommer advising the Supervisors are planning on not opening the public beach this coming summer season.  The letter stated it was due to the cost to the township.  The board discussed sending a similar letter to BIF Holtwood advising them about the proposed closure.  Solicitor Henry will draft the letter and send it to the township for review and approval.
