The Board, on motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and carried unanimously, noted for the record the continuing applicability of Resolution No. 09-19-95-03 relating to workers compensation insurance for Tafton Fire Company, Inc. and Tafton Fire Police members at events listed in Schedule “A” 

The Board, on motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and carried unanimously authorized the Tafton Fire Police to assist with traffic control at various functions within the township throughout the year.  A letter from the committee/organization requesting assistance will be required to be directed to the township.


The Board, on motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and carried unanimously, set the real estate tax collection penalty at ten (10) percent.


The Board, on motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and carried unanimously, set the standard business mileage rate to coincide with the Internal Revenue Service allowable reimbursement rate.
