

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, February 3, 2026       


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The February 3, 2026 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               January 20, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $12,898.69 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $8,893.40 were reported with a list of each on file.

TRUCK PURCHASE – BID OPENING:

At 4:10 PM Chairman Coutts opened the only bid received for the purchase of a 2024 Chevrolet Silverado pick up truck.  The bid amount received from Honesdale Chrysler Dodge Jeep Ram was in the amount of $49,118.50.  The Board discussed the matter and on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the bid, was accepted.  The Board authorized issuing check in that amount.  In addition, on motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved up to an amount of $10,000.00 was authorized for the purchase and installation of a plow for the vehicle.

PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENT:

Mrs. Rose told the Board Brian Schan had stepped down from his position on the township planning commission for the time being.  She also said she had sent him a letter on behalf of the Board thanking him for his time serving on that commission.  The Supervisors discussed the vacancy and on a motion by Mr. Coutts, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried Alternate Commission Member Gregory Berryman, who was appointed full member to fill the unexpired term of Brian Schan.

ZONING HEARING BOARD APPOINTMENT:
The Board took up the issue of the vacancy on the Zoning Hearing Board due to the retirement of T. Scot Brown.  After discussion, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried Christopher Strong was appointed Zoning Hearing Board member to fill the unexpired term.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

ESCAPE WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT:

Solicitor Henry reported he had received various correspondence regarding the proposed wastewater treatment plant replacement at The Escape.  He advised he believes it requires land development as does Zoning Officer Mengoni.  It was suggested that the engineer forward the proposed plan and application to the township engineer for their review and comment on the matter.  Mrs. Rose said she would coordinate it.
