

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, March 3, 2026           


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The March 3, 2026  meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township was Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               February 17, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $7,115.77 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $16,942.22 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
BLUE ARROW HOLDINGS – SEWAGE AGREEMENT:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve an agreement regarding a short-term rental whereby the property owners were requesting a four-bedroom permit and the township SEO has no information on the system.  Typically, when this occurs the property owner is asked to enter into an agreement stating that the property has history of being a four-bedroom dwelling and if, at any point, the system fails it will be brought up to today’s standards.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved the agreement was executed.  

LORDS VALLEY ASSOCIATES – BILLBOARD REPLACEMENT:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board if they were prepared to issue a waiver on the permit application of Lords Valley Associates to replace a billboard that currently exists.  Zoning Officer Mengoni found the language in the zoning ordinance to be conflicting, and he requested the Board of Supervisors to approve a waiver since he does not have the authority to do so.  On a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Coutts, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt the Board authorized the sign replacement application submitted by Lords Valley Associates to be granted consistent with the terms of that application.  It is further recognized that the zoning provisions pertaining to repair/replacement of non-conforming signs is contradictory and subject to review and correction by amendment as soon as can be accomplished.
MARSHALL CONSULTING LLC PROPOSAL:
A proposal was received from Marshall Consulting for software to replace the current antivirus product the township currently has.  The Supervisors reviewed the proposal and discussed it.  Supervisor Mueller said he would like his son to review it as he is well versed in these programs. On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Coutts and unanimously carried the proposal from Marshall was approved subject to review and comment by Thomas Mueller, Jr.

DOCUMENT SHREDDING:

Mrs. Rose told the Board she and Supervisor Coutts have been discussing cleaning out some of the old documents that the township has in storage.  She said there is little to no room in the safe and up over the top of the garage it’s the same issue.  She also advised it needs to be done by resolution and state what documents are being destroyed.    Supervisor Mueller advised there is a local company that will come to the township and do the shredding.  It will be discussed further.
SEO’S REPORT:

SEO Martin reported in writing on his permit activity for the month of February.  He had no issues for the board.
