

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, March 17, 2026          


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
March 17, 2026, meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller, by Zoom.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               March 3, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $ 35,541.32 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $78,586.51 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

ECKERSLEY LOT IMPROVEMENT:

Mrs. Rose told the Supervisors that the Eckersley lot improvement had been to township planning with their recommendation to approved subject to the county comments and Solicitor Henry’s review of the proposed deeds.  She said the plan was sent to the county, but she had not gotten their comments yet and had not gotten approval of the deeds from Solicitor Henry.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Coutts, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the plan was approved conditioned upon receipt of the County comments and approval of the deeds.
BRUNELLE LOT COMBINATION:

Mrs. Rose asked the Board to approve a lot combination deed for Theodore M. Brunelle for Lots 130 and 131 on a map recorded in Pike County Plat Book 20, page 46.  The deed was reviewed and approved by Solicitor Henry.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the deed, was approved and executed.

CHAMBER – FIREWORKS:
Supervisor Mueller gave an update on the Chamber’s plans to potentially have fireworks last weekend in July in celebration of Lake Wallenpaupack’s 100th Anniversary.  They originally had requested use of the Palmyra Township Public Beach.  Mr. Mueller advised they had much to resolve before that could happen and they may be looking for another location.
