

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, April 7, 2026          


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The April 7, 2026 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry, Attorney Woodrow Martin and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               March 17, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $20,900.90 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $250,877.54 were reported with a list of each on file.

BID OPENING – SHINY MOUNTAIN RD PROJECT:
Chairman Coutts asked for any bids received for the proposed Shiny Mountain Road paving project.  Mrs. Rose said three were received.  Chairman Coutts opened the bids, and the results were as follows:

M&J Excavating - $612,207.50

Wayco, Inc. - $440,573.41

Leeward Construction - $513,395.75

On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the Board recommended awarding the bid to Wayco, Inc., the lowest bidder subject to Solicitor Henry reviewing the bid.  Upon reviewing the bid document, Solicitor Henry advised all was in order and accordingly Wayco, Inc. was the successful bidder.

BUEHLER – GUMBLE LOT IMPROVEMENT/MINOR SUBDIVIISON:

Attorney Waldron was in attendance to complete the lot improvement/minor subdivision of the Buehler/Gumble project.  The maps had been previously approved and signed by the township subject to a minor revision to the deeds to include the recently recorded conservation easement.  There being many grantors in various locations, it took longer than the required ninety days to get the documents signed and notarized.  The deeds now are in proper order, and the maps were resigned by the Board of Supervisors on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously approved.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

SCHRAGEN – JUDGMENT

Mrs. Rose said she had received a request from a title company representing the buyers of the Schragen property, for which the township had ongoing zoning violations with the property owner.  She found Judge Schmalzle had entered a judgment in favor of the township for $12,012.50 and subsequent correspondence from then Solicitor Waldron suggesting settling the matter for the township’s out-of-pocket expenses in the amount of $3,000.00.  She was not sure how to respond to the request.  Attorney Waldron, who attended the meeting on another matter, advised she should send both documents to them.  Mrs. Rose said she would do that and thanked Attorney Waldron.

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:
Roadmaster Coutts presented two estimates for repair work to be completed on Bartleson Road.  The road was damaged by a private citizen renting a residence on the township road.  Mr. Coutts said he is trying to pursue getting either the contractor, the property owner or the tenant to reimburse the township for the damage that was done.  In the meantime, he believes the road needs to be repaired.  He had an estimate for the work from Wayco, Inc. in the amount of $22,630.00 and one from Jim Gifford Paving in the amount of $21,250.00.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the work to be done, it was awarded to Jim Gifford Paving.
ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 PM.
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
