

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, April 21, 2026         


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The April 21, 2026 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               April 7, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $15,963.71 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $195,260.86 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:
THE ESCAPE-WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT REPLACEMENT:

Attorney John Lalley was in attendance representing his client, John Zsitek, who is opposing the location of the proposed wastewater treatment plant at The Escape.  Attorney Lalley gave an overview of the reasons behind the opposition and presented comments from Mr. Zsitek’s engineer.  The Board explained the matter is going back to township planning as it was determined the project needed Conditional Use approval.  The Supervisors discussed the scheduling and determined because two supervisors would be unavailable for the second meeting in June they would hold their second regular meeting June 22.  With that established it would enable them to advertise the public hearing for that day at 3:00 PM.  Solicitor Henry asked Mrs. Rose to advertise both matters separately.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the board will meet on June 22, 2026, at 4:00 PM for their second monthly meeting.

PARK EQUIPMENT PURCAHSE:
Chairman Coutts had a request for the purchase of a infield grader for the park at a purchase price of $4,399.00.  The Board discussed the purchase and on a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried the Board authorized the purchase of the grader.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:

Solicitor Henry reported on the ruling of the Millbrook appeal as the Commonwealth Court ruled in the township’s favor.  He noted there would be no further appeals on the matter and is now concluded after over five years.

Solicitor Henry also advised he had received a telephone call from the title company on the Schragen sale asking if the township was still willing to accept the $3,000.00 to settle the judgment the township has against the property.  Solicitor Henry advised them the township would accept that amount, but could they provide a timeframe within which it could expect to receive payment.
