

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, May 19, 2026         


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The May 19, 2026 meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               May 5, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $20,395.50 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $53,931.02 were reported with a list of each on file.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
SHUCK – SEWAGE AGREEMNT:

Mrs. Rose presented a sewage agreement for approval and signature between Steven and Kathryn Shuck and the Township.  The Shucks have applied for a four-bedroom short-term rental permit, but the records do not reflect any information substantiating that.  The property owners submitted the listing agreement when they purchased the home, and it reflected a four-bedroom dwelling.  Accordingly, the Supervisors agreed to enter into the agreement allowing them the four bedrooms contingent upon the terms of the agreement.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the agreement was executed.  Mrs. Rose will send it to the Recorder’s Office in Pike County for recording.

THE ESCAPE – WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT REPLACEMENT:

The Supervisors, Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose discussed the two pending applications, Land Development and Conditional Use submitted by the Escape POA.  Their representative did not attend the Planning Commission meeting on May 12 and accordingly there was no recommendation to schedule a public hearing from the Commission.  After discussion, it was decided to deny both applications and have the applicant come back to Planning Commission submitting them concurrently and proceed to the public hearing.  It was agreed the applicant would not lose any time following this procedure.  On a motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller and unanimously carried the pending Conditional Use and Land Development applications submitted by the Escape POA were denied.
ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

Roadmaster Coutts reported on the repair being done to Bartleson Road which was necessitated by damage caused by a construction company and tenants.  He was satisfied with the work that had been done to date.  The Board discussed putting weight limits on all the township roads as they had done with the three major roads a few years back.  Mr. Coutts will contact Kiley Associates and get that in motion.
