

Board of Supervisors, Palmyra Township, Pike County, June 2, 2026          


CALL TO ORDER:                                                                                       
The June 2, 2026  meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Palmyra Township, Pike County, PA was called to order at 4:00 PM at the Township Building, Paupack, PA with the following members present: Coutts, Ehrhardt and Mueller.  Also present for the Township were Solicitor Henry and Administrator Rose.
MINUTES/BILLS/RECEIPTS:
On motion by Mr. Ehrhardt, seconded by Mr. Mueller, and unanimously carried, the minutes of the               May 19, 2026, meeting were approved.  Bills in the amount of $8,383.82 were approved for payment and receipts in the amount of $71,588.59 were reported with a list of each on file.

PUBLIC:

ECKERSLEY – MINOR SUBDIVISION

Attorney Waldron was in attendance seeking final approval of the maps for the Eckersley minor subdivision.  The matter had been before the Board in March and approved but an issue arose concerning the placement of a well on one of the lots and an adjustment had to be made.  With that adjustment, Attorney Waldron said the maps were ready for approval and re-signing.  Accordingly, on a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Coutts, an abstention by Mr. Ehrhardt, the maps were signed.  Attorney Waldron took them for recording and will provide proof of recording to the township for its records.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

ESCAPE WWTP REPLACEMENT:

Mrs. Rose asked the Supervisors to approve her advertising for a conditional use hearing for the Escape Wastewater Treatment Plant if the Planning Commission recommends one at their June 9th meeting.  On a motion by Mr. Mueller, seconded by Mr. Ehrhardt and unanimously carried the Board authorized the advertising.
CHANGE OF MEETING DATE:
Mrs. Rose reminded the Supervisors of their second June meeting will be held June 22, at 4:00 PM.  She also advised she had advertised it and put it on the website.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT:
LW DEVELOPERS – SEWAGE AGREEMENT:

Solicitor Henry told the Supervisors he had received a proposed sewage agreement between the township and LW Developers (Regenski) from the developer’s attorney, William Rinaldi.  He sent it on to SEO Martin for review and comment.  

ROADMASTER’S REPORT:

BALLFIELDS:

Mr. Coutts reported he met with Deluxe Athletics, who had done the township Pickel Ball Courts, about the ball field.  The representative was going to put a proposal together and get it back him. 
ROADS:
Mr. Coutts also reported there needs to be work done on Cromwell Street, which he will get some proposals for review along with some culvert pipe work on Burns Hill Road.
LINE PAINTING:

Mr. Coutts discussed with the Supervisors the need to have some line painting done on both Shiny Mt. Road and Gumbletown Road.  He will report back on that as well.

TOWNSHIP BEACH:

Mr. Coutts reported the vending machines are in the works for the beach concession this year.  He told the Supervisors he had contacted 1st Alarm for a quote to have two cameras installed there since the vending machines will be outside the concession stand but also thought one in the parking area would be a good idea as well.
